Holiday The choice permanent will not be offered anymore within the menu new program when already in use. The switching time can be modified and deleted within Program modify and Program delete respectively. (See Point 8)
Extra You can program further “extra” switching times e.g. if you like to use a channel of the time switch for a non-“Astro lighting-application”. You have to activate the “extra switching times” within the menu Options. The “extra switching
switching time times” works like a standard weekly program (ON / OFF). After activating the “extra switching time” it will be offered within the programming menu “new program”. (See Point 8)
